Hitler's prize battleship, <i>Tirpitz</i>, as well as rocket sites, weapon strongholds, and the

dams at the heart of the industrial Ruhr; they targeted enemy leaders including Hitler and

Mussolini; and they created a false fleet on D-day, which fooled the Germans. But they also

suffered brutal losses, with 75 percent of 617 Squadron killed in action by the end of the war.
